Aims:

· To enable and equip young artists to work regularly in a professional arts environment with professional artists, galleries and businesses from a young age as emerging and exhibiting local artists

· To provide a sustained and progressive residential enrichment programme for able, gifted & talented young artists to support continued excellence in the South West

· To encourage a passion for creative learning and self expression through visual language for the next generation of emerging artists 
Objectives:

· To challenge and monitor the progress of approximately 25 young able, gifted and talented artists chosen using a selection process to represent 3 year groups across the South West in a sustained year on year rolling enrichment residential programme
· To create an Art and Design Academy to support those who might be some of the next generation of talented young artists in the South West
· To achieve a learning structure that meets the needs of the students to encourage and deepen their practice, creativity and interests, including self-directed study

· To enable the group to meet for a minimum of four times a year starting each academic year over three long weekend residentials during the autumn, spring and summer term, leading to a summer celebration residential in the school holiday
· To make visits locally, regionally and further afield to galleries and artist’ studios

· To organise regular public exhibitions, market and make sales of work 
· To offer these young artists a creative environment outside of the school and home; a place that gives them both the freedom to develop and the opportunity to plan their learning, thus preparing themselves for further education in art and design 

· To provide teaching, support and guidance via the TBA teachers, coordinator/mentors throughout the year to act as tutor and facilitator to their work and progress
